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INTRODUCTION

Since 2001 the Thai Institute of Directors Association (IOD) in
collaboration with the Stock Exchange of Thailand (SET) and the
Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC, Thailand)
has continuously assessed corporate governance practices of
listed companies for a total of 13 annual periods. The overall
survey results were published in the reports entitled “Corporate
Governance Report of Thai Listed Companies (CGR)“and
publicized to all listed companies and related parties in the capital
market. The CGR studies have significantly contributed to the
improvement of good corporate governance paradigm in Thailand
as follow:

Listed Companies — Use as a benchmarking tool that helps to
improve CG practices and, for some companies, use as the KPI of
corporate performance.

Investors/Analysts - SEC encourages the inclusion of CGR
recognition in the company securities analysis, thus facilitating
investors to incorporate the CG assessment into an investment
decision in the listed companies.

Regulatory Agencies — Recognize the continuous improvement
of CG practices of listed companies, identify key CG concerns, and
introduce proper policies and measures.

IOD has continuously improved the CG assessment criteria to meet
the internationally-accepted standards. In 2014, the CGR criteria
have been improved in alignment with the ASEAN CG Scorecard,
thus enabling Thai listed companies to advance their corporate
governance practices into the international levels.
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OBJECTIVE

1. To study and follow up the development of corporate
governance practices of Thai listed companies.

2. To publicize a report on corporate governance performance
of Thai listed companies, and provide recommendation for
improvement.

3. To provide inputs for regulator agencies in formulating corporate
governance framework.

4. To provide corporate governance information to the securities
analysts to facilitate their investment decision.

5. To make use of results in other activities to promote good
corporate governance such as the selection of board of
directors for the Board of the Year Awards by the I0D and SET
Awards by SET.

SCORING CRITERIA

The assessment criteria were based on the principles of good
corporate governance by the Organization for Economic Cooperation
and Development (OECD Principles of Corporate Governance) and
by the Stock Exchange of Thailand. There are 235 criteria in the
following five categories.

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2015 Survey Results

The findings in 2015 from a corporate governance assessment of
588 listed companies show an overall average score of 75 percent,
which is higher than an overall average of 72 percent in 2014,
indicating a good level of governance practices.

For each category, the results of the 2015 study show that there
are 4 categories having the score of 70 percent or more. They are
the Equitable Treatment of Shareholders, Rights of Shareholders,
Disclosure and Transparency, and Role of Stakeholders categories
for which their average scores were 91, 91, 80, and 70 percent,
respectively. On the other hand, the Board Responsibilities category
received the average scores of 66 percent. A score of less than
60 percent suggests that additional improvement in the corporate
governance practices is certainly needed.

When considering the number of surveyed companies grouped
according to the ranking standards of the National Committee
on Corporate Governance, there are 405 companies receiving a
score higher than the 70 percent level (“Good” recognition level or
above). Specifically, 55 companies (9 percent) scored at or above
the 90 percent level, which is considered as “Excellent”. There are
159 companies (27 percent) having a score between 80-89 percent
level and receiving a “Very Good” recognition level. And, 191
companies (33 percent) earned the “Good” level of recognition by
having a score between 70-79 percent level.
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|IOD/CG Index

Thai IOD constructed the IOD/CG Investment Index which is
an investment portfolio comprising of companies earning the
“Excellent” corporate governance recognition level from the CGR
publications.

The IOD/CG Index tracks the common stock returns performance
of Thai-listed companies that encompass “Excellent” corporate
governance practices. The IOD/CG Index can be replicated by
ordinary stock market investors using public information from the
CGR announcement by Thai IOD around October — November of
every year.

The I0D/CG Index started with an initial index level of 1000 on
January 1, 2007. The IOD/CG Index launched with 9 companies
receiving the “Excellent” recognition level from the CGR 2006.
Recently, the IOD/CG Index comprises of 29 companies from the
CGR 2014 announcement. The IOD/CG Index was at 2,231.71
on September 30, 2015, reflecting the holding period return of
123.17% for a total of 105 months (January 2007 — September
2015). During the same period, the SET Index increased by 98.43%
(from 679.84 to 1,349.00). From a back-testing, an investment with
the IOD/CG Index seems to offer an attractive rate of return.

Corporate Governance Report
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Results Presentation

A list of companies achieving the CG scores of “Good”, “Very
Good”, and “Excellent” level of recognition are publicized along
with the publication of the CGR report and the public seminar
jointly held by the Securities and Exchange Commission, The
Stock Exchange of Thailand, and Thai IOD. Companies are clas-
sified into six groups according to their corporate governance
scores in the CGR publication. Each group attains a different level
of recognition denoted by the number of the National Corporate
Governance Committee Logo, ranging from one to five, and none
for those with a score of less than 50. Thai IOD also recognizes
the Top Quartile Companies in each market-capitalization group.
